Freon Appliances 

Appliances (refrigerators and 
freezers) which contain or have 
contained hydro chlorofluoro-
carbons (Freon) or chlorofluoro-
carbons (CFC) shall be charged 
as follows: 

1. $40 per appliance still con-
taining Freon and/or CFC, 
doors must be removed. 

2. If the appliance has been 
drained of Freon and/or CFC 
(certificate from a licensed 
technician must accompany 
each appliance), the appli-
ance shall be free from dis-
posal fees as long as the door 
has been removed. 

3. $10.00 fee if door has not 
been removed.

The Town of Wheatland has 8 
Green Waste Roll-Off 
containers where you can put 
your: 
 Grass clippings, pine 

needles and leaves are 
accepted but must be 
emptied from bags 

 Small branches or bushes 
may be 6’ long (less than 
8” in diameter)  

 Yard waste 
 NOT Accepted hay, straw,
